The inSﬁlratlon comes from an unforgettable
moment when a village in Ghana received a new well. On the day
it was dedicated, the people carried containers of dirty water
from their old source—not to drink, but to pour out at the site of
their new well, declaring, “No more!” From that day forward,
they could fill their containers with clean, living water right in
their own village.
